SECTION 6: OBJECTION S

1 .16 Thirteen objections to the Order have been registered with the Department for

Transport . Six representations have also been registered , and six informal responses

have been received . Two of the thirteen objections have been withdrawn . The

3 . It has been asserted by some objectors that the scope of the proposals is
insufficient for the G2 Development and the timing of the West Anglia Main

Line (WAML) enhancements is uncertain (OBJ/8, OBJ/9, and OBJ/13) .

These objections are not relevant because they relate to matters outside
the scope of the proposed Order and which are the responsibility of the
Department of Transport . In particular, they appear to be a statement of
dissatisfaction with the adequacy of services on the West Anglia Main Line .
The stakeholder engagement process described in paragraph 15 above

offers the appropriate forum in which these concerns can be aired .

4 . It has been asserted by three objectors that the ES does not address the
reuse/disposal of spoil (OBJ/8, OBJ/9, OBJ/13) .

Spoil will be reused within the main G2 Project earthworks balance where
possible . Any contaminated material would require disposal at an

appropriate landfill facility. The disposal of spoil is addressed in paragraphs
2.36 and 8 .51-8.58 of the ES .

5 . It has been asserted by three objectors that access from the new platform
to the new terminal is not addressed (OBJ/8, OBJ/9, and OBJ/13) .

The Design and Access Statement shows that satisfactory access from the
proposed fourth platform will be created (pages 26-29) .

6. It has been asserted by some objectors that the environmental impact of
the Airport as it currently exists is unacceptable (OBJ/2, OBJ/3) .

(2) The proposals in the draft Order comply with national, regional and local planning

policies and there would be no environmental impacts which are unacceptable after

appropriate mitigation.
